Tuesdays with Morrie by Mitch Albom

Maybe it was a grandparent, or a teacher, or a colleague. Someone older, patient and wise, who
understood you when you were young and searching, helped you see the world as a more
profound place, gave you sound advice to help you make your way through it.

For Mitch Albom, that person was Morrie Schwartz, his college professor from nearly twenty
years ago.

Assignment #1:

Respond to three of the following journal prompts. Each prompt must be at least half a page in
length.

Prompt 5: What do you think is the most important message in the book? Explain your

response with quotes from the book and with details from your life that prove the
message or theme is important to you.
